P!ease dﬂ not place trash in green can‘. or recycling
in blue cart. Carts will be contaminated and may

not be collected,.

Please place all regular trash in the BLUE CART; all
recyclables are to be placed in the GREEN CART.
No other material (except scheduled bulk items,
additional prepaid cart or orange overflow bags)
left outside the cart will be collected.

Trash and Recycling carts must
be at curbside by 7:00 AM on
your regular collection day.

Trash in your blue cart must be in bags. Please do
not place loose trash directly In the cart.

Please be sure your trash and recyclables fit into
the carts. Close the lids. If you overload your cart
and you can not close the lid, it will not be collect-
able. Please see “Extra Trash Options” on this bro-
chure if your trash does not fit into the cart.

ltems too large to fit in the cart will be collected as
a special bulky item pickup. Please make more
room in your trash cart by breaking, cutting or
crushing trash, and by recycling more.

Place your cart within 3 feet of the curb with han-
dle facing the house. Carts may not be collect-
able if they are not properly placed at curbside.

Please do not place your carts within 4 feet of any
obstruction; parked cars, trees, light poles, other
carts, yard waste, exira approved trash bags, etc.

Do not place any unacceptable materials in the
carts: hazardous waste, hot ashes, sand, dirt,
rocks, yard waste, unbagged packing pellets, etc.

Always keep the lids closed to keep rain, snow and
to keep animals out.

Use the handles provided to move the carts. Tilt
carts on wheels and roll.

To clean, simply rinse the carts from time to time
and let dry with the lid open.

e Please call 617-796-1471 by 3:30 pm the day
before your collection day for bulky item pickup on
your collection day.

s Furniture, area rugs and carpets (cut and rolled),
large plastic toys, plastic lawn furniture, bedding,
tires, mattresses, box springs, etc. placed in a clean
and orderly manner will be collected separately.
Extra trash is not a bulky item.

We stn:mgly recommend you try the new 6¢gal|on
cart before ordering extra carts. If, however, you
generate more weekly trash than will fit in one cart, -
you may purchase an extra cart or specially marked
“Overflow” trash bags:

« A 64-gallon cart may be purchased for $200 per
year; a 35-gallon cart for $150 per year.

Please note that your payment must be current or

extra trash will not be collected and your extra cart
may be removed from your property. Please place
your extra cart next to your City blue trash cart.

Call 617-796-147 1 to purchase an extra cart.

« Orange “Overflow "bags may be purchased for
$2.25 each in sleeves of 5 at participating
stores. Please see reverse side for list of stores.

Orange “Overflow” bags are the
only approved bags for overflow

or extra trash. Place these bags
next to your City blue trash cart.

Trash in other bags will not be collected.

If you would prefer a smaller cart (35-gallon) instead
of the larger 64-gallon cart, please contact us. How-
ever, please consider this option carefully, asonly 1
blue trash cart per household will be collected at no
charge.

| have more trash that can't fit into my cart‘?

Recycling everything possible will give you more room in
your cart. If a 64- gallon cart is not large enough to hold
a week’s worth of trash, you may call the Newton DPW
Environmental Affairs Division (617) 796-1471 to sched-
ule an appointment to evaluate and resolve the problem.
You may also purchase specialty marked “Overflow”
bags or an additional cart.

My cart is damaged or stolen?

The cart is owned by the City of Newton and will be re-
placed if the damage is from the contractor or is normal
wear and tear. If the cart is damaged as a result of ne-
glect or abuse, the resident will be responsible for re-
placement. The City will also replace a stolen cart, how-
ever, proper storage is the responsibility of the resident.

The cart stays with the Newton address.
| want to continue to use my old barrels?

The automated truck can not pick up the old barrels.
Only Carts Provided Will Be Collected. Your old barrels
can be marked as “Yard waste” and used for that
purpose.

| am cleaning out my garage and have large items that
won't fit?

Several options: Take advantage of the bulky item pick
up; check the Yellow Pages under Rubbish Removal;
donate items to charities; www.wastenotnewton.com.

| am elderly and/or disabled and can’t move the cart?

We ask that you try to maneuver the cart. If there is
still @ problem, please call 617-796-1471 and the DPW
Environmental Affairs Division will make arrangements
to meet with you to discuss options.
