AP5-24  LAURIE COLLIS, 15 Crystal Street, requesting an accessible parking space in 

front of 15 Crystal Street.  (Ward 6) [07/02/24 @ 11:23 AM] 
Newton Commission on Disability to meet on 09/09/24. 

ACTION:  APPROVED 4-0-1 (Downs abstaining). Approved the language of TPR 946.  
This item may be appealed through the close of business October 2, 2024. 

 
NOTE:  The Newton Commission on Disability approved this request 8-0 on 09/09/24. 
 
Ms. Collis, petitioner attended tonight’s discussion. 
 
Mr. Koses stated that there are no parking regulations on the west side.  The recommendation is 
to approve this request. 
 
Ms. Fairley stated that Ms. Collis is requesting this accessible space on behalf or her daughter. 
The driveway is narrow, and the van cannot fit into the driveway.  The van stops in front of the 
house in the travel lane.  
 
Mr. Koses made the motion to approve.  Council members agreed 4-0-1, Councilor Downs  
abstaining as she missed the discussion. 
 
AP6-24  WALTER STEWART, 25 Lincoln Road, requesting an accessible parking space 

in front of 25 Lincoln Road.  (Ward 1) [07/17/24 @ 9:45 AM] 
Newton Commission on Disability to meet on 09/09/24. 
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ACTION:  APPROVED 5-0. Approved the language of TPR 947.   
This item may be appealed through the close of business October 2, 2024. 

 
NOTE:  The Newton Commission on Disability approved this request 8-0 on 09/09/24. 
 
Mr. Stewart, petitioner attended tonight’s discussion. 
 
Mr. Koses stated the recommendation is to approve this request. 
 
Councilor Greenberg stated that she supports this request.    
 
Mr. Koses made the motion to approve.  Council members agreed 5-0.   
 
AP4-24  JOHN ROBERTS, 21 Newbury Street, requesting an accessible parking space in 

front of 21 Newbury Street. (Ward 6) [06/27/24 @ 5:24 PM] 
The Newton Commission on Disability voted to APPROVE 6-1-1 on 07/08/24. 

ACTION:  APPROVED 5-0. Approved the language of TPR 948.  TPR 948 approves the 
installation of an accessible parking space on the east side of Newbury Street, 
opposite 21 Newbury Street.   
This item may be appealed through the close of business October 2, 2024. 

 
NOTE:  Mr. Roberts, petitioner attended tonight’s discussion. 
 
Mr. Koses stated parking is prohibited on the west side and on the south side of Newbury Street 
between Memorial Day and Labor Day. Since parking is prohibited for part of the year, we 
cannot approve the accessible space in front of 21 Newbury Street.  The recommendation is to 
approve the space on the east side of the street, across from 21 Newbury Street.    
 
Public Comment: 
A resident suggested swapping parking restriction sides to allow the accessible space to be in 
front of 21 Newbury Street.  She then suggested posting dates on the signs indicating when you 
can and when you cannot park on each side.    
 
Ms. Fairley stated because Newbury Street is very parked up, it is difficult to park near the home.  
 
Councilor Downs asked Ms. Fairley to explain the COD vote of 6-1-1.  Ms. Fairley stated that 
the COD voted 6-1-1 (one objection and one opposed as the member missed the discussion).  
When the COD discussed this request, there was one objection to swap the parking side. COD 
members thought switching signs back and forth is not appropriate. The COD supported an 
accessible space on the east side of Newbury Street. Newbury Street is very parked up in the 
summer.    
 
Councilor Downs stated that she understands this request was made for Mr. Roberts daughter 
and grandchildren allowing them to park in the driveway when they visit.  
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Mr. Koses stated that Traffic Council approved the current parking prohibition on the street 
because of neighbors’ concerns on emergency access during the summer. It is not realistic for the 
DPW crew to install a sign, take it down to install it on the other side, and then put it back on the 
other side each year.  
 
Mr. Roberts stated that he would be fine having the accessible space installed across the street as 
recommended.  It’s unrealistic to expect parking to flip flop back and forth depending on the 
season. He clarified that his daughter and grandchildren live with him. His wife also has a 
placard. 
 
Mr. Koses made the motion to approve.  Council members agreed 5-0.   
 
TC35-24  COUNCILOR GREENBERG, requesting a stop sign at the end of Emerson 

Street, southbound, where it intersects with Pearl Street. Note that this petition 
does not request a stop sign on Pearl Street. (Ward 1) [07/12/24 @ 11:29 AM] 

ACTION:  APPROVED 5-0. Approved the language of TPR 949.  This item may be 
appealed through the close of business October 2, 2024. 

 
NOTE:  Mr. Koses stated that there's no stop sign currently posted at this T-intersection. 
There are no official warrants for when to approve a stop sign at a T-intersection, it is an implied 
stop. It's not required to add a stop sign at this location, but the City could install one. Traffic 
Council generally supports adding stop signs at T intersections, as it provides a small safety 
benefit and clarifies the right of way. The recommendation is to approve this item.  
 
Councilor Greenberg stated that she supports the stop sign especially after a recent tragic 
accident.   
 
Mr. Koses made the motion to approve.  Council members agreed 5-0.   
 
TC36-24  SUZANNE SANKAR, 11 Phillips Lane AND ANN WALKER, 20 Phillips Lane, 

requesting a change to the parking regulations on Phillips Lane, including the 
addition of Phillips Lane into the Newtonville Neighborhood Parking District.  
Note that Phillips Lane is a private way, but all properties abutting Phillips Lane 
are included in this request. (Ward 2) [07/30/24 @ 12:33 PM]  

ACTION:  APPROVED 5-0. Approved the language of TPR 950.  This item may be 
appealed through the close of business October 2, 2024. 

 
NOTE: Ms. Sankar and Ms. Walker, petitioners attended tonight’s discussion. 
 
Mr. Koses stated that the Newtonville Neighborhood Parking District is the City’s largest 
parking district. Phillips lane is not part of the parking district, which means that if you live on 
Phillips lane, you cannot currently receive a resident parking permit.  
 
A Newtonville Neighborhood Parking map and related notes are emailed every year to Newton 
North High School parents and students, indicating where they should park and not park in the 
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neighborhood. Phillips Lane is listed as being a private way, that is not included in the parking 
district.  
 
Phillips Lane is 10 to 12 feet wide, not wide enough to allow parking on the street, but parking is 
currently not prohibited except between 8am and 6pm.  It will be necessary for Traffic Council 
to change the regulation in order to prohibit parking.  Because Phillips Lane is a private way, the 
residents are in charge of deciding regulations. Each resident signed the petition and agreed to 
being added into the parking district.  
 
If Traffic Council votes to add Phillips Lane into the parking district and if parking is prohibited 
from 8am to 6pm, on both sides, the residents of Phillips Lane would be able to get a permit to 
park on a nearby street. Their permit and visitor passes would indicate the street name, either 
Pulsifer Street or Clyde Street allowing them to park beyond posted restrictions.  The permit cost 
$25 a calendar year which includes two free visitor passes.   
 
The recommendation is to approve the docket item to prohibit parking on Phillips Lane and to 
add it into the Newtonville Neighborhood Parking District.  
 
Two emails were received in support, on file.   
 
Public Comment: 
A resident stated that all residents agree and are hopeful Traffic Council will approve their 
request. We are not able to accommodate visitors and work trucks without being ticketed. 
 
A resident requested that Phillips Lane residents and guests do not park in front of 27 Pulsifer 
Street, which is directly across from Phillips Lane. The resident indicated that they do not have a 
driveway, but they have a right of way on a neighbor's driveway, which gives them access to a 
garage that is in the back of the property. If people park long-term it will cause unfair burden. 
This resident then asked whether it were possible to split the permits to either Pulsifer Street or 
Clyde Street. 
 
Mr. Koses stated that the residents of Phillips Lane are not required to select Pulsifer Street, 
some could choose Clyde Street. Phillips Lane residents would be eligible to get permits to park 
on Pulsifer Street.  He then stated that residents who live on a street that is included in the district 
but are less than 20 feet wide, or if there's no parking available, could choose another street. The 
ordinance does not indicate that these residents must choose one street or another.  Rather, it will 
be up to the residents who live there to choose what is the most convenient for them.   
 
A resident stated that it is rare people park on Phillips Lane.  All residents of Phillips Lane have 
driveways, and so they park in their own driveways when possible.  
 
Councilor Downs asked whether parking is allowed on Cabot Street. She then stated that these 
are public roads and would support this request. Mr. Koses answered that parking is very limited 
or no parking at times. Cabot Street is narrow, and that staff would not encourage parking on 
Cabot Street. 
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Mr. Koses briefly described the appeals process. Signs would be changed indicating no parking 
anytime, both sides. This would be the indication for residents to go to the Traffic Bureau 
requesting to receive their parking stickers costing $25 per sticker per calendar year. It would be 
necessary to obtain a new permit in January 2025. After October 2, residents may obtain two free 
visitor passes.   
 
Councilor Downs made the motion to approve.  Council members agreed 5-0.   
 
TC9-24  SUE KLINE, 12 Russell Road, Newton Corner, requesting a discussion and a 

possible change to the parking regulations on Russell Road. (Ward 1) [03/01/24 
@ 3:16 PM] 
HELD 4-1 (Fischman opposed) on 04/11/24. Held to docket a new Traffic 
Council item intended to broaden the discussion geographically. 

ACTION:  HELD 5-0. 
 
NOTE: This item was discussed with TC24-24, please refer to TC24-24 for the report. 
 
Mr. Koses provided photos and options from the April 11, 2024 Traffic Council meeting.  At that 
meeting, Traffic Council members decided it would be best if the discussion were expanded to 
include nearby streets. The expanded docket is below, TC24-24.  
 
Councilor Downs made the motion to hold.  Council members agreed 5-0.   
 
TC24-24  TRANSPORTATION ENGINEER ADRIAN AYALA, DIRECTOR OF 

TRANSPORATION OPERATIONS, NED CODD, TRAFFIC COUNCIL 
CHAIR DAVID KOSES, TRAFFIC ENGINEER ISAAC PRIZANT, 
COUNCILOR DOWNS, COUNCILOR GREENBERG, AND COUNCILOR 
LEARY, requesting a discussion and possible action to change the official 
parking regulations on Nonantum Place, the section of Charlesbank Road between 
Saint James Street and Centre Street, and potentially Jefferson Street, Russell 
Road and Maple Street.  This discussion is likely to include whether to remove or 
modify the current parking meter zones on Charlesbank Road and whether to 
modify the resident-only permit zones on Nonantum Place and Charlesbank Road 
in some way, with a goal of improving consistency and on-street parking 
availability to residents of Russell Road, Charlesbank Terrace, Orchard Street, 
Jefferson Street and other streets in the immediate neighborhood.  (Ward 1) 
[05/31/24 @ 12:18 PM] 

ACTION:  HELD 5-0. Held to continue work on the development of a neighborhood 
parking district, for further discussion and potential approval at a future 
Traffic Council meeting.   

 
NOTE: This item was discussed with TC9-24. 
 
Mr. Koses provided neighborhood parking regulations and occupancy, neighborhood parking 
meters and occupancy and three options for consideration. 110 notifications were mailed.   
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Mr. Koses stated that after discussing TC9-24, he collected data on Jefferson Street, Maple 
Street, Nonantum Place, Charlesbank Road, Russell Road, Orchard Street, and Charlesbank 
Terrace on the parking regulations, number of parking spaces on each street, occupancy counts 
and a summary. Russell Road is heavily parked up, 83% of the spaces were occupied.  It is over-
utilized because there's no parking restriction. Traffic Council thought it would be best to have a 
discussion on implementing parking regulations that are more fair and equitable. 
 
Option 1 
Current parking regulations for these streets are shown in the map.  The change would be to 
remove the existing regulations on Charlesbank Road and Nonantum Place and replace with 
resident permit only 9am to 11am.  This would be easy to implement as a trial.  Residents who 
live on these streets would keep their resident permits. It would open up spaces to residents after 
11am or before 9am but continue to protect these streets from commuters/employees who could 
otherwise park there all day. The six parking meters on Charlesbank Road which would be 
removed and the space would be reused to extend the resident parking zone. This trial would 
likely improve parking conditions for Russell Road.    
 
Option 2 
Option 2 is similar to Option 1.  Instead of the resident permit parking only 9am to 11am, signs 
would read two-hour limit, 8am to 6pm. Residents would be allowed to park all day, overriding 
the parking restriction. This option provides a bit more flexibility to residents. This would allow 
residents to park on a nearby street for two hours. It would be harder to enforce than Option 1 
because the police would have to return in two hours to see if that car is still parked there. 
 
Option 3 
Option 3 would create a new parking district in the neighborhood and change the parking 
regulations within the map.  Where parking is permitted, the new regulation would be a two-hour 
limit, 8am to 6pm except Saturday, Sundays and Holidays, or by resident permit.  The idea is to 
create a more consistent regulation across the streets in the neighborhood to better utilize the 
public way and to provide more opportunities for the different residents to be able to park on the 
public way. Charlesbank Terrace is a private way, if residents were interested, it would be 
necessary to hear from all of the abutters that they would like to join a parking district program. 
A disadvantage may be that it cannot be held as a trial in advance of implementation. This option 
would require changing many signs and requiring people to buy permits that don't currently have 
parking permits. Advantages may include creating a similar set  of parking regulation in the area. 
It does allow short-term parking opportunities without the need to have a permit. It allows 
residents who live on streets like Orchard Street to be able to get a permit to park on a nearby 
street. It uses the space more efficiently where the six meters are located on Charlesbank Road.   
 
Public Comment: 
Russell Road The reason for this docket item was because Russell Road residents wanted 
something to be done about the parking, not to change the entire neighborhood. Mr. Koses 
answered that the parking problem is not only Russell Road, but we have also heard from 
residents on Jefferson Street and Orchard Street.  It’s not possible to have cars parking on both 
sides of Russell Road. Even though signs are not posted, it's understood that you can only park 
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on the right side when you're going down Russell Road. A one, two or three-hour limit doesn't 
seem to be effective. This resident supported Option 3. 
 
Charlesbank Road A neighbor stated the following: Charlesbank Road is a narrow and congested 
road. Parking is only allowed on the even side.  There are 48 units that are capable of getting 
permits on the small one-way section.  There is no reason to add more permits or parking. I can't 
enter my driveway. All neighboring streets have parking in their driveways. The street is parked 
up. Russell Road and Orchard Street have driveways. I count 180 permits for the one-way 
section of Charlesbank Road. There are multi-family homes with 8 to 10 cars, and the only place 
for them to park is on the even side of the street. I don't know how the calculations giving 
Orchard Street, Russell Road, Nonantum Place, Charlesbank Road adds up to when there's only 
30 parking spaces. A trial will bring more people to the neighborhood. The area is not policed, 
and meters are not used. If you calculate to add cars to Charlesbank Road with 30 parking 
spaces. When there's already 184 or so permits available. Does each unit get four permits? How 
many more permits do you want to add to Charlesbank Road. Are the people east of St James 
Street on Charlesbank Road able to get resident parking on the one-way portion of Charlesbank 
Road? Commuters park on Russell Road occupying two to three spaces.  I support Option 3 but 
oppose the 9am to 11am restriction.  Mr. Koses noted that commuters should be using the long 
term meters, not parking on these residential streets. 
 
Nonantum Place A neighbor noted that the two-hour limit on Nonantum Place was instituted as a 
trial. The same problem persisted suggesting it was people working in the area and then moving 
their cars after two-hours to another space prohibiting us to park. Several houses don't have off 
street parking.  The two-hour limit will invite the same chaos we had prior to getting resident 
permits. I cannot support a two-hour limit.  Option 3 is okay if it does not include a two-hour 
limit.   
 
Orchard Street Neighbors stated that they can't have workers or visitors without being ticketed. 
Russell Road residents are hesitant about doing a permit program for the whole area. I support a 
permit for Orchard Street because it has no parking, and we suffer. A two-hour limit would not 
work. My preference is Option 3. 
 
Jefferson Street Neighbors stated that the one-hour parking limit doesn't work for the residents. 
Almost all of us have shared driveways. It's not policed regularly; we end up with vehicles that 
are on the street for days without being ticketed and residents are worried about bringing that to 
the attention of the police, because we are often on the street for more than one-hour. The 
parking meters are underutilized, the commuters are not using them, and that space could be used 
for residents. The one-hour or two-hour parking is not working for our neighborhood. It's 
cheaper to risk a ticket than to pay for parking.  When we come home, there is no parking in 
front of our homes. It's very impactful. Jefferson Street could be included in some sort of 
resident parking program. This would give us the advantage if there was someone using our 
street for regular parking, who didn't live here, we could call the police without risking our 
neighbors getting a ticket. Have you considered that a neighborhood district allows you park as 
close as you can to where you live? I support the idea of trying to normalize the neighborhood by 
having a permit system including Jefferson Street for resident parking Option 3.  
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Mr. Koses stated that the regulations are not working well for the residents of Jefferson Street,  
Orchard Street or Russell Road, that's why we're taking this opportunity to think more 
holistically on how we can share our resources.  
 
Mr. Koses stated that Traffic Council would not be able to take any action tonight on Option 3, 
we wanted to have a discussion.  Traffic Council could vote on Option 1 or Option 2 to change 
signs and conduct a trial.  Option 3 is more involved; it would be necessary to hold and modify 
this item. If there's consensus that people prefer Option 3, then that's what could be flushed out 
and presented at a subsequent meeting.   
 
Councilor Greenberg asked how Option 1 would help residents of Russell Road. Mr. Koses 
answered that there's no restrictions on Russell Road, no ability to park anywhere nearby. There 
is no ability to park on Charlesbank Terrace and a permit is needed to park on Charlesbank Road.  
Part of the idea for Option 1, is to ease the restriction on Charlesbank Road, but a permit is still 
needed to park between 9am and 11am. 
 
This may help to ease the congestion and unsafe conditions on Russell Road without the need to 
figure out how to post signage on Russell Road. All of Charlesbank Road residents who already 
have a permit, would just keep their permit, The signs now indicate resident permit required all 
times, every day.  Signs would change indicating you need a permit between 9am to 11am.  
 
Councilor Downs stated that she’s hearing support for a trial on Option 3. She supports permits, 
particularly here, where there's very tight parking. She then made the motion to approve Option 3 
as a trial.  Traffic Council members did not vote. The discussion continued. 
 
Mr. Koses stated that Option 1 would be easy to implement and try, but not Option 3.  We've 
never created a neighborhood parking district as a trial, because there's a lot involved. First, we 
need to write the language, new signs would be posted, and residents would need to get permits.  
It's not a simple trial like Options 1 or 2.  If Traffic Council wants to move forward with Option 
3, it would be necessary to consider changes on Maple Street, what should be changed on Russell 
Road, and more.  The only permits currently available are on Charlesbank Road and Nonantum 
Place. Jefferson Street, Orchard Street, Russell Road and Maple Street do not have permits 
which would be required if we move forward with Option 3. 
   
Mr. Fischman stated that he supports Option 3, but without the two-hour restriction, and whether 
a trial is appealable.  Mr. Koses responded that Traffic Council wouldn’t approve a trial for 
Option 3. Option 3 could be appealed after developing and voting on a plan. If Traffic Council 
moves forward with Option 1 or 2, these could be trials and could not be appealed during a trial 
period. If Traffic Council moves forward with a neighborhood parking district like option 3, that 
would be appealable. Traffic Council could not vote on Option 3 tonight because it needs to be 
more flushed out, based on comments received. 
 
Mr. Fischman stated that we are again discussing Russell Road tonight, which is going to take 
more time. He has the inclination from listening that there's going to be an appeal, it's going to 
go on for a longer period of time. In this particular situation, Russell Road Street exists as a 
problem. Perhaps Traffic Council implement a trial for Russell Road for residents to get permits 
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on Charlesbank Terrace and trial it to see if it works. If it works, then maybe that's a good 
indication that we go for the larger look. In the meantime, we are providing Russell Road some 
relief and access to parking. Russell Road came to us looking for relief. We are not being fair to 
Russell Road residents. Mr. Koses answered that we don’t have a process to allow a trial to allow 
residents who live on one street to be able to get permits to park on a stand-alone street that's not 
part of any Parking District. Mr. Prizant agreed and suggested additional internal conversations 
on how to produce a new discussion around Option 3.   
 
Mr. Koses stated that he is hearing not much interest in Option 2. He asked whether there is 
interest in Option 1, or whether Traffic Council prefers Option 3.  
 
Russell Road A resident stated that this is becoming a bigger problem than it originally was. We 
discussed Russell Road, now it seems like we might be moving towards Option 3.  If we head 
towards a parking district, we would be heading towards signage on Russell Road. She asked 
whether Russell Road could receive permits as part of an initial phase.  Mr. Koses answered that 
as we've been creating parking districts across the City, we do not begin by implementing 
restrictions one street at a time. We've been creating comprehensive plans, working on it, trying 
to figure out the best technique. He recommends solving all the issues together as part of a 
revised Option 3.    
 
Jefferson Street A resident noted that Maple Street people are parking on both sides. It is too 
narrow to allow this. Often times you are head-to-head with a car coming off Nonantum Road. 
Drivers use Jefferson Street as a cut-through. Mr. Koses stated that if we decide to move forward 
with Option 3, we should consider additional restrictions for Maple Street.   
 
Charlesbank Road A resident noted that it would not be fair for Traffic Council to vote on a trial 
when the majority of residents stated they support Option 3. Residents are not supportive of a 
two-hour restriction. 
 
Chair Downs stated that she wants to see a comprehensive solution that ties the different parking 
regulations together making it simpler to enforce as we heard from residents for them in good 
conscience, to not call in a parking violation.  Let’s take the time to work on a parking district.     
 
Mr. Koses asked whether Traffic Council members agree that if we hold these two items, the 
next time we discuss this with an option for creating a neighborhood parking district with the 
exact restrictions that we are recommending. We could change from a two-hour limit, with 
specific times to something else. We could decide what we want to do with the meters, what we 
want to do with Maple Street, and think more about how to post signage on Russell Road. He 
stated that it seems clear that residents are in support of Option 3.  So, we could hold the item, 
flush it out more, and renotify the  neighborhood for our next discussion. If we come to the next 
meeting with draft language we could modify it and take a final vote. Council members agreed. 
 
Mr. Fischman requested that when we return, hopefully we have a standalone vote for Russell 
Road. If we have issues with the more comprehensive plan, Traffic Council should come up with 
something that is implementable for Russell Road.  
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Councilor Downs made the motion to hold.  Council members agreed 5-0.
