Plan Revisions

Any required or desired changes to the above approved plans shall be requested via new proposed plans and a memo
indicating all proposed plan changes. Relatively minor changes resulting in the same or decreased impacts may be
administratively approved. If the project purpose or scope changes substantially, the Commission may require an
amended OOC or new Notice of Intent.

The Newton Conservation Commission retains the right to require the submittal of additional information or impose
additional conditions deemed necessary to ensure the protection of wetland resource areas.

General Findings

The project went through lengthy review and revision under the Newton ZBA. Under Conservation Commission review
plans were further modified to include phasing plans, robust wetland enhancement, and modified stormwater
infrastructure. The project will have further review by the Newton Engineering Department (for stormwater, utility, and
roadway compliance) and Newton’s Inspectional Services Department (for building code compliance).

The area is currently characterized by a “flashy” perennial stream (Paul Brook). There is, apparently, high groundwater,
as reported by several residents of Olde Field Road. The contributing watershed is roughly 350 acres; the project site is
5.8 acres.

Concerns about the possibility of increased flooding as a result of the project have been addressed.

o

The project proponents used the City’s Floodplain Ordinance elevation of 121 NAVD88 which is ~9 inches
higher/more encompassing/more stringent than the FEMA floodplain elevation of 120.2 NAVDS8S; and they are
using that elevation throughout the site, despite the stream’s floodplain elevation dropping ~1 foot from near
Route 9 to Hagen Road.

The project design meets stormwater standards, maximizing infiltration and reducing peak runoff rates and
volumes.

Proposed grading will provide greater connectivity between the channelized stream and the adjacent BVW and
floodplain and so may help to reduce surface flooding.

o The project will increase flood storage capacity on-site by ~4,000 cf.

Concerns about increased groundwater levels due to the removal of mature trees and concentrated infiltration systems

have been addressed.

e Groundwater is not a jurisdictional wetland resource area directly protected by the state Wetlands Protection Act
or Regulations. The Act notes the significance of “groundwater supply” and the protection of “the groundwater”.
The Regulations address the value of other wetland resource areas in protecting the groundwater. DEP’s goal is to
maximize infiltration to best replicate natural ecosystems and to best manage stormwater for quantity and quality.
The Wetlands Protection Act and regulations do not provide authority to deny a project based on potential
groundwater alterations.

e The majority of proposed tree removal is outside the Conservation Commission’s jurisdiction.

e The project’s resulting 3.7% increase in impervious area (i.e., decrease in wooded/vegetated area) is mostly
outside the Conservation Commission’s jurisdiction.

e The stormwater management system meets all state standards.

e The stormwater management system distributes and maximizes infiltration.

e Allinfiltration systems will be at least 4 feet above ESHGW. Although mounding analyses were not required, they
were conducted and the results were all favorable.

e Conclusion: The site is extensively developed already. New development will be further from the stream and will be
serviced by a new and fully compliant stormwater management system. The undeveloped portion of the site is
dominated by invasive species and has significant areas of dumped materials. A robust mitigation plan will provide
improved connection between the stream and the floodplain and bordering vegetated wetland, provide excess flood
storage capacity, remove dumped material, remove invasive species, and establish native species. All impacts within
the Conservation Commission’s jurisdiction will have positive ecological and hydrological effects.

Limit of Work: The sediment control lines shown in the phasing plans shall be the limits of work for the different phases.

Work shall be immediately halted on the site if an Agent of the Commission or DEP determines that any of the work is not in
compliance with this Order of Conditions or Special Conditions.

plans and the peer review and Steve Martorano added a few clarifications.
o BSC's first Peer Review Report (10/3/2024) concluded that:

Riverfront Area performance standards have been met in full.

Bordering Land Subject to Flooding performance standards have been met in
full.

The Commission’s Flood Zone policy has been met in full.

More data was needed to assess the stormwater system and some modifica-
tions to the stormwater system were needed.

o Steel noted that Bohler submitted revised civil site plan sheets, a revised drainage
report, and revised O&M plan.

o Steel reviewed the revised civil plan sheets, phasing plans, test pit locations,
compensatory flood storage plans, and mitigation and planting plans. Plan chang-
es included the following.

Addition of a new stormwater discharge “design point” at the Hagen Road
pipe/Paul Brook confluence and associated modification of sub-catchments
Corrections to soil types in the drainage report

Modification of Time of Concentrations in the drainage report

Details of the Frimpter adjustment calculations made that confirmed estimat-
ed seasonal high groundwater elevations

Additional test pits were dug, ensuring that sufficient groundwater data is
available for each infiltration system and confirming previous estimates of
groundwater elevations

Confirmation that all infiltration systems will be at least 4 feet above seasonal
high groundwater, precluding the need for further mounding analyses
Modification of the shape of the rain garden 1P to be fully outside the 50
buffer zone and to be modeled as an infiltration basin. It has the same storage
volume and elevations.

Modification of system 2P to be shallower (so mounding won’t be a concern)
and to ensure that it encompasses 2 test pits. Added a 24-inch pipe with a
weir to increase storage volume.

Modification of the shape of system 3P.

Modification of system 4P (breaking it into 2 parts) to accommodate the site’s
slope.

Modification of treatment train #1 so that all stormwater from impervious ar-
eas goes through a water quality unit prior to discharge.

Ensuring stormwaters outfalls are fully outside the 25’ buffer zone.

Minor revisions to the SWPPP and O&M plan

21E study results

o Bohler addressed concerns about stormwater and groundwater with additional
information.

Additional test pits and Frimpter calculations confirmed that the proposed
stormwater infiltration systems are all more than 4 feet above seasonal high
groundwater.
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e Bohler’s mounding analyses for 2P and 4P generated favorable results.

Steve Martorano corrected Steel’s description of the pedestrian pathway, noting

that the new pathway will be shifted 10-20 feet from the locaton of the existing

path.

Steve Martorano noted that Bohler is working with MassDOT on an application

for and plans to move the sidewalk, address Route 9 drainage, and repair the Paul

Brook culvert headwall. Toll Brothers will undertake surface repairs and replace-

ment of the catchbasin; MassDOT will be responsible for subsurface repairs.

Steve Martorano and Chris Lucas addressed Steel’s questions.

e The proposed work in BVW will be temporary and will meet the BVW perfor-
mance standards. A narrative will be provided.

e Minor modifications to the planting plans will be considered as suggested.
Significant deer and rabbit browsing is not anticipated. Huckleberry can toler-
ate a Norway maple canopy. Katz noted several other species of shrub that
could tolerate a Norway maple canopy.

e Erosion control modifications will be considered & reflected in revised plans.

e The team will consider removing some of the mature trees on the stream
bank near Route 9 to allow “softening” of the stream bank slope.

e Martorano will provide a clear tree cutting and planting comparison.

e Sheets L300 and L450 (and other landscape sheets) need a new revision date.

e Concrete washout will occur outside all wetland resource areas.

e When can we expect plans for work on the Rt 9 culvert headwall and slope?

e Landscape plans and notes will be revised to indicate that topsoil will be add-
ed only to compensate where spoil piles are removed.

e Plans will be revised to note that temporary sediment basins and swales may
not be located where the infiltration basin will be constructed.

Katz asked about the bearing capacity of the urban fill soils. Martorano indicated

that the soils were considered structurally sound.

Katz asked about public access to the pathway. Martorano indicated that a public

access easement wasn’t planned, but that public access was anticipated.

Scott Horsley, environmental engineer representing some of the abutters, ran

through a brief presentation, noting that: Toll should take a boring on the up-

gradient side of stormwater system 2P to assess groundwater and should install

monitoring wells throughout the site.

Martorano, in response to Horsley, noted that system 2P had been elevated to

129’ NAVDS88 to ensure that it was 6 feet above estimated groundwater (123.2’).

Dan Hill, attorney for some of the abutters, asked about the impact of the “com-

pacted till” found in pockets throughout the site. Martorano said that they would

be removed, as necessary.

Hill noted his ongoing concern about the topography shown on the plans: off-site

contours are not complete and do not mesh with on-site contours. He noted that

retaining walls may be necessary near the property boundary.

Hill asked if the sewer easement that leads to Hagen Road was “active” and if a

retaining wall could cross it.
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o Rob Sellers, 16 Olde Field Road, asked:

e If monitoring well data could be made public

e [f the wells will determine “trapping” of groundwater

e If redox features in sandy soils are reliable indicators of groundwater

e If the Norway maples near Route 9 could be kept

o Martorano noted the distinction between stormwater systems above the
groundwater table (not designed to capture groundwater) and groundwater that
will continue as it is.

o Steel noted some possible conditions for the Commission to consider if/when
they vote to approve the project.

e Conduct additional test pit for 2P once house and gas line have been removed

e Install monitoring observation ports for all 4 infiltration systems and ensure
results are posted

e Use 53G to hire an independent on-site environmental monitor

e Wetland mitigation work shall be initiated before a specific date

e Straw bales shall not be used on site

e A wetland scientist shall be on-site overseeing all wetland mitigation and in-
vasive control work.
