As part of this effort, the City entered into a contract with Woodard & Curran to develop the
Phase 1 Phosphorus Control Plan, which was completed last year.

Woodard & Curran, in
collaboration with the Department of Public Works, is currently assessing the feasibility of these
sites for SCM implementation. '

Woodard & Curran, Inc. Woodard & Curran) is pleased to present our proposal for professional
engineering services to continue to assist the City of Newton, Massachusetts (City) with the
City's Phosphorus Control Plan (PCP), required by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) under the Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) General Permit Appendix F.

The City is committed to advancing Phosphorus Control improvements in conjunction with the
City's Phase 1 PCP. This proposal is provided to support project design and permitting efforts
to advance implementation of four specific projects being considered by the City under Phase
1 of the PCP.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Regional Stormwater Control Measure Design and Permitting

The City of Newton’s Phase 1 PCP identified over fifty City owned parcels for consideration of
stormwater control measure (SCM) installation in support of PCP implementation. Due
diligence and planning efforts are currently being conducted to identify and confirm the
feasibility of possible sites for regional SCM implementation. This scope of services is for the
next phase of the project, the design and permitting of regional SCMs upon identification of
viable sites that the City wishes to pursue.

Though specific locations, when identified, may require slightly different design and/or
permitting considerations, each is anticipated to require an existing conditions survey, design
and permitting. This scope of services includes these primary scope elements, and others, as
needed to facilitate design and permitting.

A description of the task scopes, common to the typical SCM designs and permitting, are
included in this scope of services. Common tasks are anticipated to include:

e Topographic Survey

e Resource Area Delineation

e Stormwater Control Measure Design
e Project Permitting

o Meetings & Collaboration

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It is anticipated that each location identified for advancement of regional SCM design and
permitting will include these common elements. However, upon direction by the City to
advance a specific location, a location specific general task scope and budgetary allowance
(within this overall project budget) will be provided for the City's reference and budgetary
tracking.

Woodard & Curran will provide the following Scope of Services under this proposal
Topographic Survey

Woodard & Curran will employ the services of a subcontractor to perform a topographic survey
of the identified SCM project area(s). The survey scope for SCM locations generally includes:

e Topographical information, elevation, depth (as applicable) and material type for
existing water, sewer, storm drain infrastructure on the site as well as select locations
of the contributing upstream stormwater conveyance network, as needed.

e Observable landmarks (i.e., edge of road, sidewalks, buildings, trees, driveways, house
locations, sill elevations, manhole structures with inverts, etc.).

o Record information from utility providers including gas, telephone, electric, and cable.

e Wetland markers placed by a certified wetlands scientist, as applicable.

e Subsurface investigation locations will be surveyed, as feasible.

e Limited boundary survey will also be performed, as needed, to define key property
boundaries. Information from Assessors Plans will be used to approximate property
lines in areas where boundary survey is not performed.

e The survey will be based on the MA State Plane Coordinate system (NAD 1983) and
NAVD 1988 vertical datum.

e Project Existing Conditions Plans produced in AutoCAD Civil3D and delivered in
electronic file format along with PDFs, suitable for use in development of SCM design.

Resource Area Delineation

Jurisdictional resource areas may be present proximate to some SCM locations identified for
design. Resource areas have the potential to impact proposed improvements and/or limit the
area of disturbance proposed. Woodard & Curran will subcontract resource area review and
wetland delineation, as applicable. Wetland delineations are anticipated to be field located
during the topographic survey.

Stormwater Control Measure Design Services

Woodard & Curran will advance the design of regional SCM(s) upon agreement by the City of
location(s) for advancement. Engineering services will be conducted to advance the stormwater
design and permitting for each proposed SCM project identified. Stormwater design
hydrologic and hydraulic (H&H) modeling methods may vary based on the extent of the
tributary area, flows and system configuration. Additionally, if infiltrating SCMs are proposed in
proximity to existing improvements, groundwater modeling is anticipated to be performed to
evaluate groundwater mounding implications and system drawdown timing. This scope of
services includes preparation of a Stormwater Memorandum or Report, SCM Design Plans,
Technical Specifications and Opinion of Probable Construction Costs. For the purpose of this
scope, it is assumed that the proposed regional SCM designs will not trigger MA Stormwater
Management Standards; however, the projects are anticipated to be designed in accordance

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with redevelopment standards, to the maximum extent practical. The 10 minimum standards
of the MA Stormwater Handbook will be used as design guidance and met to the maximum
extent practicable, given the projects’ proximities to developed areas.

Stormwater Memorandum — W&C will prepare a Stormwater Memorandum to support project
documentation and / or permitting, as applicable. Stormwater design documentation will
Woodard generally include background on the project, a summary of existing conditions field data, H&H
& Curran modeling results, water quality calculations, and groundwater modeling calculations. MA
Stormwater Management Standards documentation will be prepared, as applicable. W&C
anticipates addressing a round of comprehensive comments from the City's review of the
stormwater memorandum/report.

SCM Plan Set - Design plans, suitable for use in permitting and constructing the project, will be
prepared for each of the proposed SCMs. SCM Plan Sets are anticipated to include a Cover
Sheet (1 sheet), General Notes (1 sheet), Site Preparation / Erosion & Sediment Control Plan (1
sheet), Grading and Drainage Plan (up to 2 sheets) and Design Details (up to 3 sheets). Design
plans will be provided to the city for review at 60% and 100% design. W&C will address one
round of comprehensive comments from the City's review of the 60% and 100% documents.

Groundwater Modeling — Regional SCMs identified for design advancement may include
infiltration of stormwater. It is anticipated that groundwater mounding may occur in
conjunction with the infiltration. If SCMs are to be located in proximity to existing
improvements, groundwater (GW) modeling will be performed to assess the potential for, and
horizontal and vertical extent of GW mounding associated with the proposed systems, as
applicable. If available, modeling will utilize data collected during the due diligence phase,
including existing GW elevations, horizontal and vertical conductivity; if GW field data is needed
to advance design, it will be obtained as part of this scope. GW modeling is anticipated to
utilize Groundwater Vistas to implement USGS MODFLOW model code. GW modeling results
may dictate modifications to the SCM design; up to one round of design revision is included,
including one revision to the associated GW model.

Hydrologic and Hydraulic Modeling — The regional SCMs will be designed using H&H models
to assess the size and elevations of the SCMs and their associated inlet and outlet devices.
Modeling will utilize data collected during the due diligence phase, as available, and/or this
phase, including existing GW elevations; pipe sizes, inverts, and materials; and topography.

-H&H modeling is anticipated to utilize HydroCAD or Personnel Computer Storm Water
Management Model (PCSWMM), depending on the site. HydroCAD is suitable for smaller, site-
scale drainage areas, while PCSWMM is applicable for large, regional drainage areas given its
advanced routing capabilities.

SCM Technical Specifications — Woodard & Curran will prepare applicable technical
specifications in conjunction with the SCM design. Technical Specifications are anticipated to
include applicable sections of Division 01 — General Requirements, Division 02 — Existing
Conditions, Division 31 — Earthwork, Division 32 Exterior Improvements and Division 33 —
Utilities. For the purpose of this scope, it is assumed that W&C will provide the technical
specifications to the City procurement department, for their use preparing the comprehensive
specification package; it is assumed that the City will prepare the necessary "Front End” bidding
documents (EJCDC DIV 00 — Procurement and Contracting Requirements). Technical

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Specifications will be provided to the City for review at 60% and 100%. As part of this scope,
WA&C will address one round of comprehensive comments from the City's review of the 60%
and 100% documents.

Opinion of Probable Construction Cost (OPCC) — Woodard & Curran will prepare an opinion of
probable construction cost for each proposed SCM project. The cost estimates will be based
Wooda rd on unit prices in bids received for similar recently advertised/awarded projects by municipalities
& Cu rran and public agencies, such as the Massachusetts Department of Transportation (MassDOT) and
on prevailing prices for items established by the MassDOT in their latest version of Weighted
Average Bid Prices, Statewide and by Districts from Highway and Bridge Projects. Unit prices
for items not included in the on-call contractor agreement or provided by MassDOT will be
developed based on vendor quotes, RS Means Cost Data and Woodard & Curran’s experience
with similar work. OPCCs are anticipated to be provided to the City for review at 60% and
100%.

SCM Project Permitting

Land Disturbance Permits are anticipated to be required for each SCM project advanced. As
part of this scope, W&C will prepare and submit the Land Disturbance Permit Applications.
Supporting documentation, prepared under separate tasks of this scope, will be provided with
the application, as applicable. Additionally, SCMs may disturb jurisdictional resource areas and
require wetland permitting. For the purpose of this scope, it is assumed that wetland
disturbance, if applicable, is limited to BVW Buffer Zone and Riverfront resource areas for any
location advanced. It is assumed no direct wetland impact will occur. Woodard & Curran, in
conjunction with our wetland subcontractor, will prepare and submit a Notice of Intent (NOI)
to the Newton Conservation Commission and DEP to permit SCMs which impact jurisdictional
resource areas.

For the purpose of this scope, it is assumed that 100% design documents will be used for
project permitting. Filing fees are anticipated to be waived since they are City projects; it is
assumed that the City will handle recording documents at the Registry of Deeds, as applicable.
Response to comments from the permitting agencies, if applicable, may result in an increase in
the project budget. These services will be billed as an additional service to the location specific
budgetary allowance.

It is anticipated that surface improvements will generally be limited to restoration of existing
conditions, therefore Minor/Major Stormwater Management Permitting is not anticipated.
However, as site identification, design and coordination among departments is advanced, if
Stormwater Management Permitting is required, it will be provided. Construction SWPPPs are
not included in these services and are anticipated to be supported under a subsequent scope
of services in conjunction with Bidding and Construction Administration support.

Meetings and Collaboration

Woodard & Curran will prepare for and participate in virtual meetings with the DPW team and
other City departments, including both Parks & Open Space and Public Building to coordinate
the projects. Additionally, meetings and coordination of overall SCM design implementation
will also be performed.

The following section identifies and details site specific scope considerations and tasks in
addition to the common elements described above. As previously noted, upon agreement of
a site for regional SCM advancement, Woodard & Curran will initiate design and permitting.
General detail of the anticipated site specific scope, and an associated budgetary allowance
Wooda rd {within the overall project budget) will be provided for the City's reference and planning. Site
& CU rran' specific considerations generally include type of SCM, off-site stormwater management system
improvement needs, non-stormwater utility considerations, groundwater considerations,
surface improvements and site specific permitting.

SCHEDULE

Woodard & Curran will begin work upon written authorization to proceed. It is anticipated that
the project will be completed by March 31, 2026.

BUDGET

For the Scope of Services listed above the proposed budgetary allowance is $750,000. The
services described in this proposal will be provided and invoiced monthly on a Time and
Materials basis in accordance with our current rate table at the time of service. Monthly invoices
will be submitted for the services completed during the previous billing period and will include
a summary of services provided during the invoice period.

The proposed budget is based on the Scope of Services outlined in this proposal. If the project
assumptions used in developing this proposal should change, or services beyond those
identified herein are requested, a subsequent Amendment would be prepared for the
additional services for your review and approval.

TERMS & CONDITIONS

The Terms and Conditions will be per the executed Agreement for Engineering Services
between the City of Newton, Massachusetts and Woodard & Curran.

We appreciate the opportunity to continue to support the City with their phosphorus control
planning efforts.

Duration of Agreements and Funding

The initial duration for these contractual arrangements and funding will run from approximately
March 1, 2025 through June 30, 2025.

Scope of Work to be achieved or funded under the grant:

This funding will allow Massachusetts largest cities to pilot innovative approaches to addressing
homelessness in their communities and across Massachusetts. This grant may also be utilized to
increase local capacity to support unhoused residents in their communities. This could include,
but is not limited to, the following: Retrofitting a van for mobile clinic use to support people
experiencing homelessness, Piloting a day engagement center, Installation of lockers in existing
shelters, Purchasing modular tiny homes, and the piloting of additional programs and resources to
address homelessness in their communities. Participating MLCHC entities may also use funding
to increase training for local staff as it pertains to addressing homelessness and supporting
individuals experiencing homelessness, as well as engagement with community members to
develop local, innovative programs and solutions.

Funding, as described above, will be disbursed at the time of contract execution. Entities will be
responsible for reporting to OLRH no later than August 1, 2025 all expenditures of grant funding
as well as a narrative report detailing programs/ solutions developed with grant funding as well as
their impact on the community.
