Historic Significance and Community Needs: 
The Newton City Hall and War Memorial is a monumental building in the Georgian Revival style designed by the 
firm of Allen and Collens. The building is set within a park designed by the Olmsted Brothers landscape 
architects, serving both as a center of municipal government, as well as a memorial to Newton veterans who 
had served the armed forces between the American Revolution and World War I.  Constructed in 1931, the 
building is substantial both historically and architecturally and still functions as originally intended. The building 
is listed individually on the National Register of Historic Places, and is eligible for CPA Historic Resource funding. 

ADDITIONAL RECOMMENDATIONS (funding conditions) 

1. The CPC will hold 10% of the project’s CPA funding until all architectural and engineering work is
complete, at which time a final report and updated project budget must be submitted to the CPC for
approval. Public Buildings will be expected to present these materials at a public meeting of the CPC for
their review and approval before the final funds are released.

2. Public Buildings should also be prepared to update the CPC at regular intervals as requested on the status
of the project and to submit copies of any completed reports and studies when available.

3. Any CPA funds appropriated but not used for the purposes stated herein should be returned to the
Newton Community Preservation Fund.
