Clerks, copyists, recorders, book-keepers, agents, and persons 
performing any clerical, recording, or shnilar service, under 
whatever designation, messengers, turnkeys, watchnlen, drivers 
of prison wagons, policemen, draw-tenders and assistant draw­
tenders, foremen and sub-foremen of laborers, inspectors of work 
and all persons doing inspection service. 

Persons desiring to apply for appointment to eithet· of said 
positions can obtain blank applications from Isaac F. Kings­
bury, City Clerk, at City Hall, West Newton. 

When an examination is to be held, all applicants of record, 
or such number of them as can be conveniently examined, will 
be notified to appear for examination. 

If an appointing officer desires to fill a vacancy in any posi­
tion within the classified civil service, he must make requisition 
upon the board of examiners, upon a blank prescribed by the 
commissioners, when they will certify the three persons stand­
ing highest on the proper eligible list. By Chapter 501, Acts of 
1895, the names of honorably discharged veterans of the ,val' of 
the rebellion shall be certified in preference to all others, and 
veterans so certified shall be appointed in preference to those 
not veterans. 

Every original appointment is for the probationary period of 
six months, at the end of which time, if the conduct and capac­
ity of the person appointed shall have been found satisfactory, 
he shall be absolutely appointed, but otherwise be deemed out 
of the service.
