The same as for printed matter,
but the lowest charge is 5 cente. Limit of weight, 4 1bs. 6 oz.

=amples of Merchandise.—The rate is the same as for printed matter. but the lowest charge is
2 cents. Limit of weight, 12 ounces.

To Canada, the postage and limit of weight for letters and printed matter, is the same as in the
United States. On seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots, scions, and all Parcel Post matter, limit of
weight 4 1bs. 6 0z., the rate for each pound or fraction thereof is 12 cents. All matter must be
fully prepaid, except lettera, which must be prepaid at least 2 cents; and nothing may be
sealed except a letter in its usual and ordinary form.

To Cuba and Republic of Panama, mail matter of all classes is subject to domestic rates and
conditions, except that no prepayment of postage is required on Letters and Postal Cards, and
that on other articles only part prepayment is neccssary. Limit of weight, 4 1bs. 6 oz., except
sccond-class matter and single volumes of printed Looks.

To Mexico, first, second and third class postage and limit of weight is the same as in the United
States. Merchandise may be sent at domestic rates and under domestic conditions, but should
be sent by Parcel Post, and must not be sealed. Commercial papers and samples of merchan-
dise are subject to Postal Union rates.

Parcel Post.—Merchandise not cxceeding one pound, 12 cents; each additional pound or frac-
tion 12 cents. Limit of weight, 11 pounds, except to some offices in Mexico, where limit of
weight is 4 1bs.
