Chair’s Note: The Committee met jointly with the Programs & Services Committee and received
an update from the Commissioner of Public Buildings on the NewCAL project.

Note: Josh Morse, Commissioner of Public Buildings explained that the working group
has had multiple meetings throughout the past few months with the community, the Council on
Aging, the Design Review Committee, the Commission on Disability and other stake holders. The
goal was to receive feedback to see if they favored new construction or renovation/addition.
Commissioner Morse explained that at tonight’s meeting they will be giving the Committees the
same presentation(attached). These discussions are so the working group can make a
recommendation to the Mayor. He noted that this project is ongoing, and they will be continuing
to update the Council and other groups on NewCAL.

Dan Chen, representative from Bargmann Hendrie + Archetype presented the attached
PowerPoint on the feasibility study. Mr. Chen explained they have been working on two
approaches for the NewCal project. One approach is the addition/renovation option and the
other is new construction where the existing senior center would be demolished. The design
considerations are laid out for both options in the presentation.

Mr. Chen explained that for the additional renovation scheme the plan is to maintain the center
cupola and the wings. Then the back part will be demolished and replaced with an addition. He
explained that the challenges with this is that the first floor level is 6 ft above grade, which causes
issues with making the new addition accessible. Mr. Chen noted that this is just a feasibility study
and the presentation is to show that both options can have the same programing.
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Mr. Chen first explained the addition/renovation option . The front entrance will be off the corner

of Highland Avenue and Walnut Street, which will allow an area for drop-off. He explained that

since the existing building is 6 ft off the grade the idea would be to put the addition on the same

level. This will also allow for the underground parking. There would be a lift or ramp to help with

accessibility. The below images are options on what the building could look like with maintaining
some of the structural aspects of the existing building.

Mr. Chen then explained the options for the new building alternative.

The new building will allow for more surface parking and a larger setback away from the abutters.
The front entrance would also be on the corner of Walnut Street and Highland Avenue. Mr. Chen
explained that the advantage of this option is that the entrance of the building will be on one
level. This option will also have enough space for programming needs. The images below show
the three options if the existing building was to be demolished.
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The costs of the addition/ renovation and demolition are shown in the attached presentation.

Committee members asked the following questions:

Q: Is there an option to keep the front fagade wall that is facing Walnut Street even if the rest of
the building is demolished?

A: Mr. Chen explained this can be challenging due to construction of this wall. The option of
addition/renovation does keep this facade but this also adds challenges for accessibility.
Commissioner Morse noted that this would also cause them to change a lot of the fagade.

Q: Is the square footage the same for both options?
A: Mr. Chen explained that the programing space will be the same sizes. Commissioner Morse

noted that there will be some additional square footage with the addition/renovation option but
the additional space is not useable for programming needs.
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Q: How will the existing programing be affected by both options?

A: Commissioner Morse explained that the Council on Aging, Commission on Disability and the
Design Review Committee all voted on new construction. The community also was in favor of
new construction. The reasons that were given include that the existing building is 6 ft above
grade which would require space for ramps and lifts. Also this would cause the building to move
closer to abutters and the flow of traffic in and out of the building is more difficult. The cost is
also a major concern because it will cost an additional $2 million to preserve the existing building.
The renovation will also take longer than new construction. New Construction also will allow the
city to continue to grow the programming into the future.

Q: Is there a chance there is additional costs for the renovation option, besides the $2 million
that is already expected?

A: Commissioner Morse explained that there can be additional costs during the bidding process
and with an addition/renovation there is the need for a larger construction contingency for
unseen conditions.

Q: Has the Historic Commission looked at both of these options?

A: Commissioner Morse explained that they did present to the Historic Commission and they did
vote to preserve the building. He added that they are now going through typical due diligence
process. Commissioner Morse noted that he would like to continue to work with the Historic
Commission regardless of which choice is made.

Q: What will happen to the programs during construction?

A: Commissioner Morse explained that this depends on when construction starts. Once the
schedule is decided upon then they can begin looking at swing spaces. This could be an existing
municipal building or they may lease a space in the city. The timeline for both options are
estimated at 24 montbhs.

Q: What is the next step to make a decision?

A: Commissioner Morse explained that they are still receiving and reviewing feedback. Once that
is complete then working group will make a recommendation to the Mayor. The Mayor will
ultimately make the decision. The Commissioner will need to come back to the Council for design

funds where this decision can be discussed.

Committee members made the following comments:
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A new building seems to be more suitable for the programing needs of NewCAL. There is a need

for additional space and the existing building was not intended for this use. The traffic route and

parking work better with a new building. Additionally, if the idea is to highlight the infrastructure

of the existing building then the new addition would need to recede and would be pushed against

the neighborhood. There is opportunity to make a visually appealing building and be able to
create a larger setback for the abutters.

The new structure will not have the charm of the existing structure and a new building would not
fit the aesthetic of Newtonwville.

The goal should be try to preserve as many historic buildings as possible but for this project new
construction is the direction the City should go in.

The new construction will allow all to enter the building on one level which helps with
accessibility.

It was noted that the way the new building will be designed it will be inviting for the community.

Parts of the existing building should be incorporated if the City decides to go with new
construction.

Commissioner Morse noted that their plan is to reuse different parts of the existing building as
part of new construction. He added that they will also make sure that the building fits in the
neighborhood.

Commissioner Morse also noted that renderings for the building will be made available before
construction starts.

Chair’'s Note: There was a discussion with the Department of Public Works to review the
temporary pilot to create a one-way on a portion of Homer Street between Walnut Street and
Commonwealth Avenue to create more on-street parking during the library parking lot
construction.

Note: Jim McGonagle, Commissioner of Public Works and Jason Sobel, Director of
Transportation were present to review the temporary pilot to create a one-way on a portion of
Homer Street between Walnut Street and Commonwealth Avenue to create more on-street
parking during the library parking lot construction. Mr. Sobel gave the attached presentation.

Mr. Sobel noted that the Library Parking Lot Construction project will result in a reduced number
of parking spots and the City will be using multiple strategies to offset the temporary reduction
of parking spaces. The purpose of this presentation is to discuss the increased on-street parking
on Homer Street.
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Mr. Sobel explained that by changing Homer Street to a one-way road then they can change the

parallel parking on one side of the road to reversed angled parking. The parallel parking on the

opposite side of the road will stay the same. He explained that the City is choosing reversed

angled parking because it is safer than regular pull-in angled parking. This will allow the vehicle

to have better visibility when leaving the parking spot. Mr. Sobel noted that this parking has been
tested by Somerville which is shown in the attached presentation.

There was a community meeting last week where the abutters were able to give feedback and
there were changes made to the plan after the meeting. Mr. Sobel explained that coming from
Walnut Street, before City Hall Drive, there will be parallel parking on the side of City Hall and
reversed angled parking on the Library side of the street. After the public meeting, the
department decided to have the reversed angle parking on the City Hall side of the street and
parallel parking on the library side. This change will occur after the Department Head'’s parking
lot. The change was made because the residents on Homer Street were concerned about the
angled parking near their driveways. There will also be traffic calming effect with the horizontal
shift in the road and because there are no driveways on the City Hall side of the road there will
be additional parking spaces. This section will continue until the approach to Commonwealth Ave
and the parking spots will end where they currently end. The traffic will be pushed to the right
side of the road for the approach to Commonwealth Ave. There will be concrete barriers on the
left side of the road at the intersection to prevent anyone from travelling the wrong way on
Homer Street. Mr. Sobel explained that this approach will give the City a net increase of 22
parking spots in combination with the other strategies. He also noted that the traffic coming from
Lowell Ave that usually would go straight through the intersection would now be detoured to
make a left at that intersection then take a right on Walnut Street. This detour will be monitored
to be able adjust signal timing and phasing if needed to accommodate the travel plan.

Mr. Sobel explained the timeline in the attached presentation.

Councilors asked the following questions:

Q: For the traffic that will have to take a left on to Commonwealth Ave from Lowell, will there
be an opportunity to add a left turn signal?

A: Mr. Sobel explained that they are considering this. This could be with a protected phase or
split phasing so that north bound and south bound do not go at the same time. He noted that
the department realizes that there will be an impact on traffic during the construction at this
intersection.

Q: Is the expectation that bicyclists reroute themselves down Walnut Street or is expected that
they will ride on the sidewalk?

A: Mr. Sobel explained that both scenarios may occur. He noted that there are existing bike lanes
on this section of Commonwealth Ave and Walnut Street.
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Q: If these changes are not made during construction, how many spots will be lost and for how
long?

A: Mr. Sobel explained the current construction plan is supposed to be 8 to 12 months and the
exact construction staging has not been determined. The current parking lot has approximately
185 parking spots and it is likely during some parts of construction that a majority of the parking
spots will be lost.

Q: When will this work begin?

A: Commissioner McGonagle explained the foundations for the solar canopies are due to start in
late April/early May. They will be doing this work in sections and will probably only lose 10 to 15
spots during that time. Then the steel structure is scheduled to be built in August which will have
more of an impact on parking spots in the lot. This portion of the project is due to last about a
month. Commissioner McGonagle explained that then trenching will begin and will also cause
sections to be closed.

Q: Is there a date for the reopening of the Library for normal use?

A: Jonathan Yeo, Chief Operating Officer explained that this could be anywhere between the
summer and the fall. The City will continue to follow state guidelines and currently there is a
counter at the front of the Library to see how many people are in the building.

Q: What will the stormwater management work at the Library parking lot cost?

A: Commissioner McGonagle explained that this project is currently in the design phase and will
be coming back to the Council for the funding.

Councilors made the following comments:

The City should be looking into programs that promote ride-sharing and other forms of
transportation that go along with the City’s Climate Action Plan instead of just adding more
parking during construction.

Mr. Sobel explained that they have been working with the Library Director and can encourage
people to use other forms of transportation. Commissioner McGonagle noted that even with the
addition of parking spaces on Homer Street there will still be a loss of spots. The concern with
not adding these spaces is that people will spend more time driving around trying to find a close
spot to the Library which is frequently used.

The proposed plan will add needed additional spaces during construction especially when more
people start visiting the Library when it is fully open.
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It was noted that this is also a good time for the City to test the reversed angle parking to see if
it is safer.

Councilors thanked the Department of Public Works for their work on this plan.

Chair’'s Note: The Committee received an update on the work of the Sustainable Materials
Management Division.

Note: Waneta Trabert, Director of Sustainable Materials Management gave the attached
presentation. The presentation included updates on the residential curbside collection services,
the FY21-FY25 Waste Management Contract, pandemic impacts, curbside organics collection,
drop-off organics collection pilot program, Rumford site improvements, MassDEP Technical
Assistance Grant and historic curbside waste reduction efforts.

Councilors asked the following questions:

Q: The receiver that the City uses does not have a reader for black plastic which means it goes
into the trash. Is this still the case and if so, is there a plan to change this in the future?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that this is still the case. The Waste Management facility in Avon does
not have a plan or focus on recovering the black plastic containers. That material does not have
the revenue stream that it would be worth adding additional equipment to the facility. Black
plastic is also a small percentage of the recycling stream.

Q: What significance does the curbside data have on weekly cart utilization?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that this could contribute to what the recommendations of the project
with MassDEP would be. In terms of deciding what the next steps will be, MassDEP has data on
other municipalities who have given residents smaller carts or provided different cart sizes. Ms.
Trabert explained that this could be different prices for each sized cart.

Q: Can there be an update on what the City will be doing about the increase in textiles ending up
in landfills?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that textiles are 6%-7% of the entire trash stream and it is a stream that
is 95% recyclable. She explained that there are ways to reuse some of these textiles. The
department has spoken with the schools to try to put in place a donation bin program. They have
also been getting quotes from vendors on what the costs would be. Ms. Trabert explained that
the plan is to start with a few schools and grow the program from there.

Ms. Trabert explained that she had also had a discussion with a vendor and asked if it would make
sense to have a couple of city locations for donation bins. This vendor does have an option to do
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direct home pick-ups. This is different than the pink-bag model that sends around trucks everyday

for pick-up, which the Sustainable Materials Management Commission had turned down. The
vendors program would be on a request system, which DPW is exploring.

Q: What is the state of the recycling industry in the United States?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that she has seen many investments being made in domestic
infrastructure. The State of Maine has also purchased a paper mill which will be converted into a
paper recycling facility. Ms. Trabert explained that this is moving slowly but more domestic
facilities for recycling are on the rise.

Q: Is there a way for the city to have a better recycling rate for high-value items like aluminum
cans?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that in the recycling stream aluminum has the highest value and one of
the lowest percentages because it is lightweight. There could be an education an effort to make
sure aluminum does not end up in the trash.

Q: Are visits tracked to Rumford Ave?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that she has done periodic traffic studies. With the appointment
schedule that is all being tracked but that still needs to be analyzed. The participation does vary
throughout the year. With the pandemic, there was an increase in need for drop offs. Ms. Trabert
noted that with there was a limit of ten cars on the site.

Q: What is the breakpoint where a condo or apartment complex has to take care of their own
trash and recycling versus the City taking care of it?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that there is no set breakpoint. The ordinance states the City will be
responsible for the trash and recycling pick up for any resident unless it is stated it the special
permit that they will have a private service. There are approximately 30 to 40 apartment buildings
that the City takes care of.

Q: Is there way to give residents feedback on what they are disposing of by using the barcodes
on the carts?

A: Ms. Trabert explained that this technology does exist but it is more advanced then what the
City has in place. The carts that were first rolled out in 2009 and those do not have the barcodes

and it would be a costly change to make.

Q: Is the city saving money on food waste and how much is not diverted?
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A: Ms. Trabert explained that with each person that joins the Black Earth program it adds eight

pounds to the total that is cumulative from the day the program started in 2019. There hasn’t
been a tremendous cost savings but this could shift if more families are included.

Councilors made the following comments:

As a community, there should be a reduction in compost that end up in the trash to reduce the
city’s carbon footprint.

Ms. Trabert noted that Newton’s trash does not go directly to the landfill but instead goes to a
waste energy facility that does generate renewable energy. Those facilities do want organic in
trash so there is an interest removing them. She also explained that there is a state-wide
commercial organic ban that applies to places that produce more than 1 ton of organics each
week. This does not apply to any buildings that Newton operates. The DEP is looking to change
this threshold to half a ton per week but the only municipal building that would come close to
that would be Newton North. Ms. Trabert noted that they are still working on the organics issue
in the school system. In Cambridge they provide city-wide organics collection but this work is
done in-house. Hamilton just passed an organics regulation that requires residents to put out
their organics container out or their trash will not be picked up.

The committee should have a further discussion with Ms. Trabert on options to help with waste
reduction in the city.

Councilors thanked Ms. Trabert on her work in the Sustainable Materials Management Division.

#57-20 Request for Review/Update Double Pole compliance
COUNCILORS ALBRIGHT, DANBERG, LAREDO & CROSSLEY requesting an update
from the Double Poles Working Group on the work of the group and the status of
removing double poles and cataloguing and assigning responsibilities for transfer
of utility and city wires.

Action: Public Facilities Held 8-0

Note: Jason Sobel, Director of Transportation provided the attached summary on double
pole compliance. Mr. Sobel explained that the department does meet with utilities to keep track
of it and discuss the issues that each utility is having. There is a procedure that needs to happen
before a double pole can be removed including having each utility move wires in a certain order.
There are currently 218 double poles which is a small fraction of the utility poles in the city. Mr.
Sobel noted that they have more frequent meetings with Eversource due to the large number of
poles they are next to go on.

It was noted that the city is doing a good job on removing double poles and the goal should be
that wires are being undergrounded going forward. Additionally, when poles are removed, they
should be replaced with trees.
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It was asked if double poles were a safety issue. Mr. Sobel explained that there is not a significant
safety concern but when there is a safety issue it usually is because of weather or a vehicular
accident.

Councilors thanked Mr. Sobel for his work on this project.

Councilor Laredo motioned to hold which passed unanimously.

The Committee adjourned at 9:40 p.m.

Subject: Double Poles in Newton — status update
Date: March 12, 2021

City of Newton staff meet on a quarterly basis with the utility companies to discuss and review
current status of Double Poles in Newton. Double poles are in place when new utilities poles are
set, and there is a shared process and order for all utilities companies to transfer their wires and
equipment from the old pole to the new pole, prior to the old utility pole being removed.

In addition to City staff from various departments, these meetings generally include
representatives from Eversource, Verizon, RCN, and Comcast, and provides an open line of
communication to discuss issues, possible solutions, and priority areas for the City. We also
meet individually with each utility company, as needed, to review the status and schedule of their
utility work. The priorities from the City typically fall within three categories: double pole work
related to a City project; request that utilities address the oldest double poles in the City; and/or
requests that utility companies work most efficiently to remove as many double poles as
possible.

The attached summary table indicates that there were 218 double poles throughout Newton, as of
March 4, 2021. This represents 1.3% of the roughly 16,700 utility poles in Newton. For
additional context, the current double pole totals are down from roughly 250-260 double poles in
early 2019, and down from 749 double poles in 2013.
